History

Today, it is known for certain
that the first man settled near
the estuary more than 40
thousand years ago. In the 6th
century BC, immigrants from
the East founded their
settlement of Tyre here. It was
constantly attacked by
barbarians and nomadic tribes.

In the first centuries AD, a
protectorate of the Roman
Empire was established over
the settlement. The Roman city
was called Alba lulia. The
ancient Slavs called it Belgorod.
The ruins of the Roman city are
presented in a separate
exposition.

In the 14th century, the
construction of the fortress
was completed. In the same
period, the decline of the
Golden Horde occurs. The
Akkerman fortress became the
property of the masters of
Moldavia. It was the main port
of the Principality of Moldavia.
In 1484, the garrison, which
had repeatedly repelled the
attacks of the Ottoman army,
was betrayed by the elders of
the settlement, who brought
the symbolic keys to the sultan.
After the defeat of Napoleon's
armies, according to the peace
treaty signed in Bucharest in
1812, the fortress finally went
to the Russian Empire. After 20
years, it lost its status as a
military facility. In 1963 it was
recognized as a monument of
architecture and history.

Structure of the fortress

The fortress, built of limestone, is an example of fortification
architecture of the Middle Ages. It stands on the rocky shore of
the estuary. It has the shape of an irregular polygon. The length of
its walls is more than 2.5 km, and the thickness varies from 0.8 to
5.5 meters. A high curtain wall was built between the 32 towers.
To date, 24 towers have been preserved.

On the one side, the fortifications were protected by an
estuary. On the land side, a deep ditch filled with water was dug. It
was 14 meters deep and 20 meters wide. A human-sized wall was
built along the moat to protect those who watched its surface. The
main gate was Kiliya. In the Middle Ages, there was a suspension
bridge, and the passage was closed by a powerful lattice gate.

Saint Miklos or the fortress of love

TRANSCARPATHIAN
REGION, CHINADIEVO,
STR. VOLOSHINA, 53 B

Small, closely
surrounded by
mountain slopes, the
town of Chinadievo is
located on the banks of
the Latoritsa River. The
history of this village is
closely related to
Mukachevo, from which
it is separated by only 12
km.

Tourists in Chinadievo
are attracted by the
opportunity to touch
history by visiting the
ancient fortress "St.
Miklos".

"Saint Miklos" can be
translated as "Saint
Nicholas"

Today, Saint Miklos is state property, which is under
concession.

The almost destroyed and almost forgotten castle was
restored by the efforts of the artist Josyp Bartos.
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ABOUT SAINT MIKLOG CASTLE:

The medieval castle "Saint Miklos"
(St. Nicholas) in Chinadiyev was
built in the 15th century as a
typical Romanesque feudal
residence.

It is a two-story building of a
simple rectangular shape with two
three-tiered corner towers. The
thickness of the castle walls is
more than 1 meter.

Chinadievsky Castle belonged to
the rich family of Pereni barons,
guarded the Carpathian pass
"Russian Gate". In 1657, the castle

was damaged during the assault by &
the Polish troops of Prince
Lubomyrsky.

Illona Zrini, the wife of Prince
. Ferenc I Rakocza, secretly
| met here with the leader of

the Hungarian rebels, Imre
Tekeli, and after her
husband's death, she

. married him. At the end of
the anti-Habsburg war, the
rebel army of her son Ferenc
II Rakocza was stationed
here.




Later, the building served as a prison and a warehouse. Until
recently, it was in an extremely neglected state.

Currently, the Chynadievsky Castle is rented by the artist Yosyp
Bartosz. Enthusiasts are conducting restoration work, a
museum exhibition and a picture gallery have been developed.
Art exhibitions are held in several restored rooms, artists
periodically gather for open-air c%certs live musac concerts,
theatrical tours are held. /A
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SAINT MIKLOS LEGENDS:

In the Middle Ages, underground passages in castles were a classic.
Chinadiiv Castle is no exception. There are many legends about a
hidden tunnel connecting the fortress with the nearby Nikolaev
Church. Although historians assume the existence of an underground
passage, no one has yet found it.

Also, local residents repeatedly mentioned a skeleton embedded in the
walls of the castle. Human bones were probably discovered during the
rebuilding of St. Miklos in 1839. Some sources indicate that a bricked-
up skeleton with a weapon in hand was found in the walls. However,
legends later enter the dialogue and tell that the male warrior was
walled up alive in the wall, because in the Middle Ages there was a
custom to leave a living warrior in the wall so that his spirit would
remain the guardian of the fortress from enemies and magic.
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SAINT MIKLOS LEGENDS:

But not all the legends of Chinadiiv Castle are so sad. Transfers return
visitors to the end of the 17th century - at the beginning. 18th century,
when the Hungarians rebelled against the Habsburg Empire, and the
fortress "St. Miklos" withstood any enemy attacks. In 1670, after the
death of Prince Ferenc Rakoci, his wife, Princess llona Zrini (Croatian
Helena Zrinska), became the owner of the castle. It was here that 39-
year-old llona met and fell in love with 26-year-old Imre Tekeli, the
Hungarian leader of the Kurut rebel forces against the Habsburgs.
Together, the lovers raised an uprising for the independence of
Hungary. Ilona held the heroic defense of Palanok Castle without Imre
Tekeli for almost three years. At that time, he was looking for support
in Turkey. Ilona Zrini was forced to surrender due to betrayal in her

own army.

Tarakaniv Fort, also known as Tarakanov Fort, is
a historic military fortress located in Ukraine. It
was constructed in the late 18th century during
the time of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth
and later played a role in the defense of the
Russian Empire.

It served as a defense structure during turbulent
times in Eastern Europe.

Some rumors tell about hidden
treasure buried within the fort's walls, while others
speak of restless spirits that haunt the area.

Some locals claim that secret
tunnels and hidden chambers exist within the
structure, and treasure hunters have been led to the
area in search of hidden fat purses. While there's no
clear evidence to support these claims, they add the
intrigue and allure to the fort.

The Kamianets-Podilskyi fortress is called a castle for a reason - when you look at
this incredible beauty, you unwittingly recall that it is a defensive structure that
protected Polissia from the attacks of conquerors for many years.

Kamianets-Podilskyi Castle, whose history dates back to the 10th-13th centuries,
originated as a small wooden structure on the Smotrych River, built according to Old
Russian traditions to protect Slavic settlements.

The first two hundred years of the castle's existence were not easy: first, the walls
were destroyed by fire, then it was captured by Batu's horde, killing almost the entire
population. Having broken into the city, the Tatar-Mongols established their rule,
which lasted for more than forty years.

The
Kamianets-Podilskyi fortress is connected to the Old Town by the Castle Bridge. It
will be hard to get lost in the city, because somehow from the first streets it seems
that you already know your way around. Of course, signs, an information center, and
nice people can help you.

Then you can head to the Smotrych Canyon, which is included in the list of the
Seven Wonders of Kamianets-Podilskyi. This canyon has a deep and narrow valley
near the Smotrych River and steep slopes that reach 50 meters in some places. The
Smotrych Canyon is also an outcrop of unique Silurian limestone. The flora and
fauna of these places is striking in its diversity, and some of the specimens are listed
in the Red Book of Ukraine.

For extreme sports enthusiasts, there is an opportunity to go rope jumping or zip-

lining over the river in the warm seasons.

This part of the city is also rich in cafes, souvenir and other shops. Coffee in
Kamianets-Podilskyi, by the way, has been a popular pastime for the townspeople
since 1670. Coffee appeared in the Ottoman Empire in the early 16th century. In
Istanbul, for example, the first coffee shop dates back to 1554. Coffee was not only a
delicious drink but also a political weapon, and it was even banned several times. In
the seventeenth century, coffee was already being distributed throughout the
Ottoman Empire.

According to numerous sources, the first mention of coffee in Kamianets is
attributed to the Turks time. In his monograph "Podole pod panowaniem tureckim.
Ejalet Kamieniecki 1672-1699", recounts a poem by a soldier of the Turkish outpost,
Hasan, which was written in Kamianets-Podilskyi (1673-1674). The poem tells
about soldiers who survived harsh conditions (cold, hunger) but spent their money
on coffee. The poem also contains information that there were ten coffee shops in
Kamianets-Podilskyi at the time.

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The passage of time has certainly left
its mark on this castle. Despite a long
period of neglect, the Sharivka Palace
still retains its charm. Some of the
decorative elements have managed to
survive. Even from a distance, the
castle appears majestic and elegant.

Beautiful frescoes, rich wooden
ornamentation, and fireplaces are still
visible to the naked eye. Thanks to
careful preservation of its historical
ambiance, the palace allows visitors to
step into the owner's office, which
impresses with its library, furniture,
molding, paintings, oak panels, and
artistically crafted tiled fireplaces.

The central hall, the guest room, and
the small office feature wooden
embellishments and painted ceilings
and walls.

The grand staircase to the second floor
is adorned with handrails made from
valuable wood. On the second floor,
you'll find the blue hall with a
splendidly painted ceiling, orchestra
galleries, and marble fireplaces
adorned with vases.

Next to the palace stands a
fortification wall with ornate
ironwork grating, which decorates the
grand entrance and remainsin
excellent condition. Not far from the
entrance gates, there is a lovely
gatekeeper's house designed in a style
similar to that of the palace.

The first owner of Sharivka was Colonel Matviy
Yosypovych Shariy, a Cossack from the Okhtyrka
Regiment. In 1670, he acquired these lands for four
karbovanets. By the beginning of the 18th century, it had
already become a small settlement with 112 homesteads
and its own church, named after its owner - Sharivka.

However, the construction of the estate began only with
the new owners, the Olkhovsky family, in 1836. Sava
Olkhovsky's son, Petro Olkhovsky, initiated the
expansion of the estate. He built a house and allocated
funds for a mansion's church. Unfortunately, Mr.
Olkhovsky had a penchant for playing cards, which
ultimately led to his downfall.

All ancient structures are surrounded by legends, and
Sharyska Manor is no exception. One of these legends
tells the story of a wealthy sugar factory owner who
fell deeply in love with a local beauty and chose her as
his wife. He did everything possible to tempt her and
win her over. However, soon the young wife's health
began to deteriorate significantly. Doctors diagnosed
her with consumption (tuberculosis of the lungs), and
at that time, there were no effective treatments for this
illness. Understanding that her time was limited, Kenig
ordered the expansion of the arboretum.

During their walks, the wife breathed in a special
healing air infused with the scents of plants, which
helped her feel somewhat better. They even created a
beautiful linden alley that still exists today.
Interestingly, the branches of the linden trees in this
alley do not spread out to the sides but grow vertically,
like poplars.

Kenig was willing to fulfill any of his wife's wishes,
knowing that her time was running out. Once, the
young wife expressed a desire to go sledding in the
summer. Kenig arranged this amusement by filling her
favorite hill with tons of sugar, and she enjoyed
sledding there with the local children.

Kenig often sent his wife to seaside resorts, as he was a
busy man and couldn't accompany her. During one of these
trips, his wife entered into a passionate affair that led to
infidelity. Kenig learned about the affair but chose not to
accuse his wife openly. Instead, he ordered the same stone
boulder where the betrayal had occurred to be brought back
and placed in the garden. It served as a silent reproach and a
reminder of her marital unfaithfulness. To this day, that
peculiar stone can still be seen in one of the garden paths.
